       Overall Evaluation
        

In response to suggestions made by the Comprehensive Review last year, the school has revamped the structure of 
the Academic A�airs Committee this year.  With the implementation of the NSS and an increasing demand for cross-
curriculum  collaboration under the new system, the newly formed  structure aims to strengthen communication 
and coordination across di�erent panels and KLAs, as well as between the KLAs and the school. The biweekly KLA 
meetings provided  a platform for exchange of ideas among the panels.  However, it is to be ensured that all informa-
tion delivered or decisions made in the meetings could be disseminated to all panels. 

To regulate students’ workload, a new mechanism has been set up to register project work and long holiday assign-
ments which involved announcing homework assignments on intramail and the school website.  Positive feedbacks 
have been received from 80-90% of teachers and students towards the practice.  However, fewer students reported 
that there are fewer clashes of projects and that the amount of workload was lowered.  It has been suggested that a 
study should be carried out to assess project objectives and expected outcomes to facilitate better collation among 
panels and earlier collection of project work is recommended. 

As for long holiday assignments, it is recommended that a consultation with di�erent panels is necessary to reduce the 
amount of assignments for students.  A suggestion has also been made for registering long holiday assignments in 
order to enhance the e�ciency in gathering information.

This year the reading programme continued to operate.  The duty roster has been sent to the teachers in the begin-
ning of the year so better planning of the schedule could be carried out.  THe programme has encouraged students to 
read, as more than 70% of students enjoyed reading during the DEAR period and 67% of teachers agreed that the 
reading culuture has improved. However, a considerable number of students (55%) did not borrow more books this 
year.  To further enhance the reading culture at school, a scheme could be launched to encourage sharing of books 
among teachers and students. 

The Assessment Committee has carried out the administrative duties satisfatorily.   This included the invigilation duties 
of internal and public exminations. Guidelines for internal examination have been revised.  The Assessment Committee 
has also collated assessment policies of di�erent panels for subsequent review, including the weightings of di�erent 
modes of assessment. By reviewing the present assessment policies, di�erent panels were reminded  to �nalize their 
criteria and forms of assessments of SBA for the NSS curricula. 

Correlations between mock examination and HKCEE results of di�erent panels have been drawn out by the 
Assessment Committee.  The results would in turn facilitate the evaluation of the performance of the students in their 
F.5 Final Examination.   It was suggested that the Assessment Committee could review the marks in di�erent panels to 
see whether it is possible to come up with a marking system which could re�ect the performance of the students 
irrespective of the subjects they take. 

As suggested last year, the homework srcutiny for this year was carried out on a panel basis.  The Assessment Commit-
tee has assisted in the administrative duties involved, such as providing resources for the panel heads.   Dates of 
Homework scrutiny were compiled and were made known to all panels.  However, it seems that though this practice 
could provide greater �exibility to di�erent panels on the duration of homework scrutiny, the purpose of learning from 
di�erent panels on how assessments are carried out could not be achieved, since panels tended to keep homework to 
themselves during the period of homework scrutiny.  
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
